The building and neighborhood services department 
would like to remind the Citizens of Clinton to register 
vacant/abandoned buildings.  The Clinton City Council 
created through ordinance #2545 Chapter 104 of the 
Code of Ordinances.  Chapter 104 created the regis-
tration of vacant/abandoned buildings within the City 
of Clinton limits.  This ordinance requires that owners 
register abandoned buildings in order to help identify 
potential nuisance properties and enhance communi-
cation between the City and property owners.

It is unlawful to own or maintain an abandoned 
building in the City of Clinton without an abandoned 
building registration certificate.  This certificate must 
be obtained from the Building and Neighborhood 
Services Division within thirty (30) calendar days 
after any building in the City becomes abandoned or 
vacant.  Failure to register an abandoned or vacant 
building, or providing false information to the City 
is unlawful.  The application can be obtained on the 
City of Clinton website at www.cityofclintoniowa.us 

or at Building and Neighborhood Services office at 
City Hall.  There is a $40 registration fee that is due 
annually.  Failure to apply or renew may result in 
a civil citation, as well as penalties of $10 per day 
for every day the building remains unregistered or 
non-renewed.  

Citizens are encouraged to contact BNS at  
563-244-3360 to report possible vacant/abandoned 
buildings.  Please assist us in this matter, so we are 
able to clean up our City. 

As spring is sprung and the weather is getting nicer, build-
ing or remodeling projects are starting to bloom.  Be sure 
to come to City Hall – Building and Neighborhood Services, 
to get your building permit before any work begins.  Roofs, 
fences, decks, and accessory structures, AND URBAN 
CHICKENS, all need building permits.  If you are unsure if you 
need a building permit, call.  Working without a permit can 
get costly, as fees double and you could be subject to civil 
citations.  Getting a permit is a simple process, only takes 
minutes, and we would be glad to assist you.  Thank you for 
your cooperation, and SAFE AND HAPPY BUILDING!

All property occupied by anyone (including family members) 
other than the legal owner of record, is considered rental prop-
erty under the law and required to be inspected whether or not 
rent is collected.  Per Iowa Code and our Clinton City Ordinance, 
rental properties need to be registered and pass inspections to 
ensure they meet the minimum health and housing standards 
(Chapter 155).  If you have rental property that isn’t registered, 
you need to get it registered right away to avoid penalties. 

If you have a rental that is due for inspection, and have a 
schedule that can be tricky, please call ahead as re-scheduling is 
costly and time consuming.
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The Clinton Public Library offers a full range of multimedia collections accessible both onsite, 
online, and through interlibrary loan. CPL-Main houses the main circulating collection, which 
includes physical volumes of books, periodicals, CD, DVDs, audiobooks, reference items, and other 
materials for patrons of all ages.

The library also provides free programming for all ages from storytimes to special speakers and 
even the Clinton Book Festival. There’s a little something for everyone at the Clinton Public Library.

This one-day festival is a celebration of books, reading, and the book arts 
with an emphasis on writers, readers, and enthusiasts from Clinton and 
surrounding Iowa-Illinois Gateway area communities along the Mississippi 
River. The aim of the festival is to stimulate, enlighten, and entertain those in 
attendance by showcasing the individuals and organizations contributing to the 
vibrant literary culture of this region.

Children of all ages will engage with the world this summer during the “Build a 
Better World!” Summer Reading Program. Starting June 1, stop into the library to 
register and pick up a summer reading log. Babies and preschool age children 
will be given a list of fun and educational activities to complete with their care-
giver, while those kids in grades K-6 are asked to keep track of number of hours 
they read. The program runs until July 31st. 

In addition to our normal weekly activities during summer reading, we are 
excited to bring other entertainment experiences to the community. Performers 
include Macaroni Soup with Miss Carole and Clarence, Laughing Matters, Bubble 
Wonders, and Absolute Science.

Teen summer reading will be held from June 1st to July 31st. Teens can 
register and pick up the reading logs at the Children’s desk. Participants will keep 
track of number of minutes they read.

The Parks and Recreation Department and Administrative Office, better known as the Ericksen Community Center, is located on the northern most part of 148 
acres of Emma Young Park. We have three ASA certified softball fields, four tennis courts, a cross country running trail and a playground. The Parks and Recre-
ation Department offers over 170 recreation programs designed for all ages from preschoolers through young adults, adults and seniors. Implementation of these 
programs, is accomplished by two full-time program professionals, a full-time administrative specialist, two permanent part-time center staff, 150 seasonal and part-
time activity staff, 300 volunteer coaches and program volunteers.
